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Product Overview

« The cabinet is constructed of Aluminum\Galvanized or Stainless Steel with optional
powder coat painted finish for reduced weight and superior corrosion resistance. The
front door is equipped with three point pad-lockable door latches. The top of the cabinet
has a double wall construction to reduce the effects of solar radiation and for structural
integrity.

« The equipment-mounting bay has a 16RU to 42RU of vertical 19"or 23" rack space in the
front of the equipment bay. The 19” or 23" rack is also adjustable from front to rear.

- The cabinet utilizes stainless steel hardware, UL recognized EPDM edge gasketing (temp
range of - 40F to +212 F.

«  When installing cabling or equipment that enters the cabinet, Type 4 entrances, fittings or
equipment is to be used to maintain the integrity of the enclosure.

« No live equipment or components are to be installed below the lowest RU rack mounting
provision or on the floor of the enclosure.
